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I am writing regarding reports over the past week that two children died in U.S. Customs 
and Border Protection (CBP) custody-the fourth and fifth reported deaths of children who had 
been held by CBP in the last six months, and the third death in the month of May. These are the 
first reported fatalities of any child held in CBP custody in more than a decade. 1 The deaths of 
five children who had been in CBP care in six months are appalling, and you owe the public an 
explanation and a full accounting for the causes and circumstances of their deaths. 

On May 14, 2019, a 2.5-year-old Guatemalan boy died after being apprehended by 
Border Patrol agents at the U.S.- Mexico border and spending "several weeks" in the hospital.2 

According to a Guatemalan official, the boy "spent three days in federal custody [and] appeared 
to have developed a form of pneumonia."3 Then, less than one week later, on May 20, 2019, 
Carlos Gregorio Hernandez Vasquez died at the Weslaco Border Patrol Station in Texas.4 Mr. 
Vasquez "was transported to the Central Processing Center in McAllen, Texas," after being 
apprehended on May 13, 2019, according to one report. "Six days after being apprehended, he 
indicated to staff ... that 'he was not feeling well' [and] 'was assessed and determined to have 
influenza A'" and prescribed Tamiflu.5 He was then "found unresponsive" on May 20, 2019, 
and the cause of death is currently unknown. 6

These two deaths come in the wake of the Decen1ber 2018 deat11s of7~ycar old Jakelin 
Caal Maquin and 8~year o!d Felipe- G6mez Alonzo, \Vho died after being taken into CBP 
custod;', and the death earlier this i11onth of 16-year old Juan de Le6n Gutien·ez "da:ys after 
arri\'ing at an Ofiice of Refugee Resettlement shelter."7 

()n Decen1ber 26, 2018, after tl1e first two rc_ported fatalities, Kirstjen Nielsen, who \Vas 
then tl1e Secretru·y of Homeland Sec1u·ity, announced "a series of extraordinary protective 
measures" to be put in place, incl11ding increased screening of children in custody and assistance 
from and coordinatio11 with tl1e U.S. c.;oast Guard Medical Corps, the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, and tl1e Department of Defense. 8 But the three fatalities tl1is month 
reveal tl1at current efforts to protect c-hildren held in U.S. custody after e11tering the country are 
tailing. 

I 11ave been and continue to be extraordinru·ily conce1ned about this ad1ninistration's 
treahnent of in1migrant children. Duri11g a trip to the U.S.~Mexico border on June 24, 2018, I 
visited the McAllen Central Processing Center i11 McAlle11, Texas, \Vhere I witnessed children 
being held in appalling conditions by CBP at the height of the cfrUinp Administration's family 
separation policy .9 In December 2018, I wrote to the DlIS Inspector General (IG) with several 
questions to consider during tl1e I G's review of the deatl1s of these children. 10 This review is 
under way, but it is not clear when it will be completed. In the interim, Congress and the public 
deserve answers abol1t the steps y·ou are taki11g to r>rott."Ct children in CBP cttstody. Children are 
dying, and CBP must do more to end this string of tragedies. I therefore ask that you provide 
answers to the followi11g <111estions no later than Jtn1e 4, 2019: 

1. What is the implementation status of the "extraordinary protective measures" announced 
by Secretary Nielsen on Dece111ber 26, 2018'? 

2. 111 t11c wake of the three deat11s ofcl1ildrcn in May 2019, \Vhat additional steps \Vil1 you be 
taking to protect individuals l1eld in U.S. custody at the southen1 border? 

3. I.Jave CBP officials conducted a review of these tl1ree recent fatalities? If so, what were 
1I1e findings of this review?

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4. Please provide a specific ti meline of the three children 's fatalities that have occurred in 
May 2019, including information on when the children were detained, when they were 
screened for illnesses or health conditions, when they or their parents first reported health 
problems, and what actions were taken in these cases by CBP officials. 

5. Did CBP or other staff involved follow a ll relevant Department of Homeland Security 
rules and guidelines fo r apprehension, detention, and health screening in the case of the 
three fatalit ies that occurred in May 2019? 

6. Aside from the five cases noted above, have there been any other cases in the past five 
years of children who either were detained at CBP facilities at the time of their death, or 
had been detained at any point prior to their death? If so, please provide a list of all such 
cases, including a specific timeline of events prior to these children's deaths. 

7. Aside from the five cases noted above, have there been any other cases of children who 
were detained at CBP facilities who then developed serious illnesses or health problems 
that required hospitalization? If so, please provide a list of all such cases, including a 
specific timeline of events prior to these children's serious illnesses. 

ln addition to providing written answers to the questions above, I also ask that you 
provide me with a staff-level briefing on this matter no later than June 4, 2019.
